        Respect

    
 
It isn’t just a word. All over the world women are yearning for more respect and equal rights. Recently there have been many demonstrations in India because of a brutal rape and death of a young woman. It seems that the officials have been ignoring these violent acts against women for years.
 
Not just in India, but also in many other countries where women have been treated badly by males, there is need for change. Whereas in many developed countries it is typical that women are treated equal when it comes to education and choice of profession, these important possibilities are missing in some undeveloped nations. These nations are developing at different rates but somehow behind those countries, which we already see as developed.
 
Civilization as we perceive it means living in harmony with humans and respecting their lives. This respect is missing in many countries for the weaker gender as seen in the news about nations, where the laws favor males. Also, certain rights are unreachable for a number of females who want to achieve things done by men. Times are changing and if the demonstrations in India help get justice for raped women by imprisoning the “alpha” male who begins this barbaric and uncivilized act, then the future can also bring more respect for women and one day equal rights.
 
It is not so easy to write a book about such a delicate subject but I have noticed that nature has given many animals an instinctive behavior to dominate over the weaker gender and in some cases prove themselves to be the “Alpha” (strongest) male.
 
This behavior is not only typical to animals, as can be observed by the behavior of some human beings. Wanting to be strong is not only a necessity through evolution for animals, and considering the fact that humans evolved from monkeys, then it is understandable, that some of these humans still want this right of being the strongest or the “alpha” male. And where can they prove this power? Naturally by domineering the females and using them as they need them or want them. This includes raping a woman in order to get their own satisfaction.

In this book I’m comparing the lives of animals and humans in order to share my knowledge and understanding of the differences as well as the similarities in the world, as I know it. Through the world news we get informed of the happenings in other countries and through my observation of my pets I’ve been able to make generalizations concerning certain evolved qualities and possible destinations. People have got different views about how their lives take place. Some think everything that happens in someone’s life is already set at birth and no one can escape their fate. Others believe that everything that happens in life is coincidental and some are lucky and others aren’t.
 

 
Maybe you know the film with the name “Final Destiny”. In these films, there are people that survive an accident in which they were supposed to die. Something happens and they were lucky, but according to their fate, which is predestined, their time has come to die. One after another dies in a tragic often frightening way. After the first film others followed with the same name. The theme is the fact that no one can escape their destiny and everyone is damned through their fate, and therefore must die when their time has come, which is predestined.
 

 
My son got a pair of Australian lizards “Pogona vitticeps” which normally live in the desert and therefore need a terrarium. My first thought was that they are ugly and he should definitely not let them free in the house. I’m afraid of them. They look dangerous. But it didn’t take long and I loved them.
 

 
Until I observed the lives of these animals I used to think, that our lives are predestined and that everything that happens to us is our fate in life; that nothing happens coincidental because our whole life is written in a book somewhere in the universe. It is as if a higher might rules over us. Also, if you believe the teachings of astrology in which you can supposedly read the future in the stars then you must think everything is predestined in our lives. It is as if the stars are a special language in which certain people can read the future. Also the horoscopes as well as the characteristics can be read in astrology from special people. If you can believe it, some people have got special talents or possibilities to see in the future. But since I’ve got these animals and observed what has happened to them and their “children” I have changed my mind. Things have happened in their lives that were due to their actions and my reactions to these. They are dependent on me for everything they need: food, water, warmth. And I have to clean the terrarium from their excrements, which every living being has. It is a wonder of nature that all living beings find on earth, all they need to survive and that all nourishment must be extracted in some way.
 

 
The human body is such an incredible creation as well as the earth, which includes all that is needed to live. The evolution and all aspects of life are inconceivable. How was it all made so perfect? Moreover, I think that all that happens has a cause and effect. No one can see the future or know what is going to happen.
 

 
It all began many years ago. The two young lizards were lucky to get us as their new owners. They got a lovely terrarium, enough to eat and my son let them out to run around in the basement. They probably had some sisters and brothers, and who knows what kind of life they have or what kind of owners they’ve gotten. Was it predestined that they ended up by my son or coincidental? They were lucky, in my opinion to get good owners.

If we want to compare this fact of having good owners to what human beings need, then it is advantageous to have good parents. Some children are so lucky to have perfect parents who give them all they need. Can we speak of a kind of predestination referring to human beings that have good parents versus those that have horrible parents? Or is it coincidental when someone has aggressive parents and a terrible childhood?
 

 
At the beginning, my son lived in the basement rooms and built a bigger terrarium so that the animals have more room. These animals sleep in the winter and the feminine lizard disappeared the first year in the cave for almost six months. We could look inside through the opening and my son was afraid, she is dead. I kept telling him she will wake up some day. Actually my son thought she was the male and the man was the woman, because at first the male was smaller than the female. That fact changed after the long sleep in the winter, in which the male only slept now and then a few weeks at a time.
 
This was the first year and at the time I only saw the lizards now and then. Things changed after my son moved into the attic. Because the terrarium was so big, he could not take it out of the basement.
 

 
She is called “Pink” and laid around 20 eggs every four weeks during the summertime. I shoveled the eggs out of the sand and threw them away until we decided to try to get some babies. We followed the directions and used an old cooling box with a heating rode from an aquarium.
 

 
We had an informative book that told us what to do. Everything you wanted to know about what kind of food they eat to what sicknesses they could have and how to breed the eggs stood in the book.
 

 
The first time I witnessed the reproductive actions of the animals it looked to me as if the woman was trying to get away the whole time. The masculine lizard called “Brain” bites the woman in the neck so that she holds still and it seemed to me, as if “Pink” was trying to escape. It looked like she was swimming through the sand. But she could not escape his hold and had to accept the insemination. To me it looked like a rape.
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I thought of all the women in the world that are forced to have sex with a man. Some are married and don’t want to have sex with their husband and are forced anyway. There have been some court cases in which a woman has accused her own husband for raping her. That is possible if she does not agree. These rules don’t apply in all countries because there are certain counties in this world in which women have no rights to charge their husbands with rape. They must accept their duty as a wife to fulfill the man’s needs.
 
This is also a necessity in many parts of the world if the wife wants to remain married. If she does not fulfill her duties as a wife with the wish to produce children, it can be possible to annul the marriage. If I remember correctly, this was mentioned by the obligatory meeting for people who want to get married. But you can also see it so, that if the woman doesn’t fulfill the sexual needs of the man, he will look for his satisfaction by other women. It could happen then, that because of lack of satisfaction the man leaves his wife. That can also happen in the other direction where the woman leaves her husband because of lack of sexual satisfaction.
 

 
I noticed by the lizards that it doesn’t matter which woman they have sex with when there is more than one feminine lizard in the terrarium. They also jump onto their own children. Probably they don’t even know that they are their daughters because the babies have to grow up away from the parents. When they are too small, allegedly they would be eaten by their parents. We did not want to find out if it is true.
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(He was the strongest and always took the best place.)
 


 
It is necessary for the existence of the species that the masculine animals instinctively have the desire to reproduce. Not just for animals but also humans need this yearning for reproduction, which does not hurt, in order to survive. Can you imagine if animals or humans did not have this longing deep inside? Then they wouldn’t reproduce and there would be no more generations to come. The result would be extinction of life as we know it.
 

 
It seems as if men have more of this longing to reproduce then women. No one likes to talk about it, but some make jokes over the lack of desire by some women or their wives. Especially when people are in a partnership for many years it is not the same as in the beginning. It seems this longing for the mate gets lost over the years and this is often a reason that people separate. Perhaps it is not in the nature of human beings to stay their whole life with one partner. Some animals are said to remain together their whole life, but by most it doesn’t matter where they reproduce. The animals follow their instincts and jump onto the females that are present. By some animals it looks as if the female does not agree and has to surrender to the strong masculine partner.
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After my son moved into the attic I was able to watch these rapes more often and had pity with the female lizard. Maybe the whole thing is only a play and it looks to me as if the female does not enjoy being fertilized. I don’t know what she is thinking. Do they think? Probably every animal has thoughts but they definitely have instincts which they follow and feelings especially of fear. I think this fear is instinctive in all life forms necessary for survival. If animals trusted every person or animal that they see, they would be prey to predators, which they do not know. They instinctively hide when someone approaches them for their own survival. One false decision can cause their death.
 

 
Maybe this instinctive behavior of fearing all that we don’t know and hiding for safety is also implanted deep inside humans. As the Homo sapiens were developing with increasing intelligence, they surely maintained these emotions for safety. The enemy has changed. We are not afraid to be eaten but many people are afraid of other people. It is called a social phobia when people never trust anyone out of fear of being hurt physically as well as mentally. In order not to feel any pain or sorrow they avoid others or are very shy. According to Sigmund Freud all our adulthood agonies and fears are developed in our early childhood years. Actually the first three years are most important for forming a human being for his whole life. Other factors are also important but it is difficult to change the character and habits which people develop as children. Watson made an experiment with a child that feared all white things through his whole life because as a baby the color was associated with pain. If I remember correctly this person sued the doctor as an adult.
 

 
Nevertheless, let us get back to the behavior of the female lizard when the male gets on her to fulfill his instinctive reproduction act. Does she or does she not enjoy it? Can it be that also women play a role in their lives when a man wants to have sex with them?
 

 
On TV there were some celebrities who were asked this question: “Do you sometimes have sex with your husband to do him a favor even if you are not in the mood for sex?” None of the women wanted to answer this question but one of them did. No one talks gladly about personal habits especially when it concerns the subject “sex”. It could be true that women are not in the mood as much as men are because supposedly, the men have more craving and special hormones then they do. On the one hand, if the marriage breaks up because of this reason she would then be sad about the fact, that she could not please him enough. If a woman wants to be sure that her spouse does not go astray then it is necessary to fulfill his desires and needs. The lizards have no choice if they cannot escape and women often have no choice if they do not want to be left for another woman who gives their partner more than she does.
 

 
Call it the game of love. There is a song: “The purpose of a man is to love a woman, and the purpose of a woman is to love a man.” Do some women play hard to get or say “no” because they want to be conquered? Is it an evolutionary result that a woman is seen as a weak member of the community? The men had to hunt for the meals and the women stayed at home and looked after the children. Is there some kind of instinctual behavior in female species to play the role of the weaker partner? If this is the case, then times are changing and getting different. Women are changing the way they think and act. In some societies they are still seen and held as the weaker gender but in many civilizations women have achieved equal rights with men. I can tell you from my experiences that these rights are changing everything concerning partnerships, marriages and reproduction. One only has to study the statistics of developed nations versus undeveloped nations concerning the increase of population. If I remember correctly I heard that in 2050 there will be 25 % less Germans living in Germany.
 

 
And to my luck I just read an article in Time Magazine, October 31, 2011 this week. It is as if the sides 16 and 17 were made especially for me. Here is the proof that the reproduction in developed nations is much lower than in undeveloped nations. Here are some numbers which can be read in this magazine. The fertility rates are lowest in most of the northern countries but also in Brazil, Chile and Australia. It could happen that some civilizations or nations are facing extinction if they keep reducing their offspring and no children are being born. Some nations are trying everything to get their citizens to produce more children. The poorest countries have the highest fertility rates of which Niger in Africa with 7.2 children per woman is the highest. The lowest rate is with 1.2 children pro woman in Bosnia and Herzegovina. And in Germany, where I live it is 1.4 children pro woman. I’ve got two sons. U.S. has 2.1 children. In China there live 1.3 Billion people, India 1.2 Billion and U.S. 310 Million People. The human species is not threatened with extinction because there will be 7 Billion People in 2011 and 8 Billion projected in 2025. The problem is how the poor regions will sustain humanity. Migration patterns can be seen today that the people from the poor nations are all trying to get to the developed nations, which population is decreasing because of lack of reproduction. Only through foreigners can Germany keep its working force up.
 

 
What happens when the men today are not able to conquer a woman because she feels stronger than he and overtakes his role as the conqueror? Can it happen that these men lose their yearning for reproduction? Could it be that a civilization that has an increasing amount of powerful women who take over the part of the men will one day lack on reproduction and end up in extinction? In other words, if women do not want to live with a man and have no time for children because they have a good job or otherwise cannot have any children because they cannot find a man to live with although they would want children then one can understand what is happening.
 

 
As the graphic in Time Magazine tells us, the population in developed countries will decrease. If there weren’t the high rates of reproduction of the poor countries then the population of the whole world would also reduce itself after many many years.
 

 
Now as I’m writing this book I saw a report on TV from England. There it is legal to inseminate a woman with the sperms of men. A woman can choose between different men with different talents and characters in the internet. They have decided to have children without a father because either they have no relationship that is necessary for a family life or they do not want a man. Most of the women had short relationships and are self-sufficient and do not depend on a man for their survival. Strong women also choose to live without a man because they do not want to share their lives with one.
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(The mother usually stayed with the children in the other corner of the terrarium.)
 


 
This is naturally not good for the children, when the masculine leadership is missing, say the psychologists. In the report, they mentioned that this method is illegal in Germany. They affirm that one-parent families in Germany are often poor and 40 percent life on social security (“Harts IV”). The women they interviewed in England all earned their own money and had good jobs, but had to pay for a good babysitter. The women said that they had to choose in time to have a child because they would soon be too old. They know older women who did not have children who are unhappy. They are sure that their lives would be much better with a child. All mentioned how happy they are, to be a mother. These small families consisting of a mother and child are increasing in developed nations like England. My concern here is the many men left without a wife and without a family or children. What can they do to get happy? Or have their wishes changed and they do not want to become fathers? I have already heard many young men say, they don’t want a woman on their side because they want to do, what they like and for them, the women hold them away from being free.
 

 
The men who give their sperms are not seen as the fathers of the children and have no costs for the development of these children. The woman can have the joys of a family but the men must renounce their rights as fathers. They have to do without a family because they are not wanted from these powerful women. Of course, some women come from abroad to England in order to get pregnant.

        Causes of population decrease in developed nations

    
 
Besides the fact that is generally known that women need more time for their education and want to spent some years working before having children I have also noticed other factors. Through the media it is possible to hear the opinions of many people that are interviewed and shown. But also if you meet many singles like I did because I lead some groups for years in order to find a partner, then you hear of the many problems that exist. It is not only that women don’t have time to have children or even decide not to have any because they rather follow their profession than give it up for a family. Another cause is the different attitudes between the genders.
 

 
What is happening to the strong masculine man who conquers the woman to have offspring? He increasingly notices that these women aren’t so weak anymore as they would like them to be. Suddenly women say “no”. The world is turning upside down. In many Arabic nations, the women are also yearning for more freedom and rights. In developed nations in which more and more women are educated and do not depend on the man for their survival men are no more a necessity. In the past, many women were dependent on their husband because they had no skills or jobs. The main goal for women was to have a family with children. Their duty was to raise the children and take care of the household. Somehow, men needed a mother substitute in their life because their main goal was to learn a profession to earn money to sustain a family. Because of the economical problems all over the world and the insecure jobs many men fear that they will not be able to support a family. On the other hand, there are also many men too shy to find the right woman. Another problem seems to be that many men want their freedom and feel repressed from women. They do not want to be told what to do. Then it can happen that all the women they meet are incompatible.
 

 
There are certain kinds of woman who have no chances by men because they have special expectations. I saw this woman on TV that had a perfect idea how her life should be. She wanted two cats, a dog, a husband and three children but only had two partnerships that didn’t last too long. There was no man in her life with whom she would want to raise children. Now she is too old. Another woman said the same thing. Her mother had already knit baby socks in expectation, that her only daughter would someday have children. They had a hobby with these small dogs, which they treated as children. They were even driven in a baby carriage to the park. They shared the garden and lived next door in different houses. The mother said she has to give the socks to someone else because now it is too late for her daughter to have any children. The daughter said, there were a couple of men in her life but no one stayed long. (My opinion is that no man can last long with such a crazy woman.) I have often seen women of whom I thought, no way that any man can hold out long with her. The two women who were not capable of holding a man with whom to produce children are only a small example that could be multiplied by thousands of women, who have the same problem.
 

 
The relationship between men and women has changed drastically because of the increase in self-esteem through higher education of the women. Now that they are equal to men, they are no longer dependent on them for their existence. The weaker gender doesn’t exist anymore in the developed countries. Women have higher expectations which often can’t be fulfilled from the average man. There are men who are afraid of these powerful women. I have met many frightened men in my lifetime. Either they cannot open their mouth when they see a woman or they pretend that they do not need one. Also by the meetings with the singles there were often mothers who brought their sons with them. These men were over 30 years old and depressed after a failed relationship. I once saw a psychological case in the clinic where the mother had to feed her son who lost all his reactions because of a failed relationship. Often men feel helpless when they meet a self-assured woman or some women have such high expectations of exactly how the man should be that they never find him. In Germany there is a statement for this. “Der muss erst gebacken werden” – he has to be backed first. This means, as much as, this person is nowhere to be found and has to be produced.
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        The offspring

    
 
At first we had four lizard babies which my son gave away or sold to others. Then we had eight babies of which we kept two feminine lizards. At first we thought one of the children was masculine and were surprised that the father didn’t fight with him. It is known that two masculine lizards can’t live together in one terrarium. It is similar to many other animals that are known to fight with other men because they want to be the boss. So it is by the lizards. The man wants to be the strongest und if there is another one in his area, then that man has to be removed.
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By humans it is not as drastic as by the lizards but can be similar. Think about Cleopatra and the Trojan horse or other similar stories in which a woman has caused a war or a fight between conquerors. There have certainly been many films made concerning this subject. More than one man loves the same woman and then the aim to conquer her can cause some fights or intrigue.
 

 
It can happen that a man kills another man who gets in his way of getting the woman that he loves. Or if a woman leaves a man in order to start a new partnership then there also have often been many attacks on the follower. They call this behavior jealousy which can also cause a woman to get aggressive and do another woman harm. This behavior I didn’t see by the animals. Only the man fights against other men in the terrarium.
 

 
A whole year the second child named Ernie lived with the family until one day “he” – I mean “she” – lay eggs. Her sister named Susi had already laid eggs many times and I was so surprised, that Ernie was feminine. But that explained why the father never fought with it. Now we had three feminine lizards that constantly laid eggs in the summer months. One after another, I had to dig the eggs out of the sand and throw them away. Naturally the small ones did not have as many eggs as the mother. The mother had 20 to 22 eggs and the children 9-15 eggs.
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(Erni did not dig his/her eggs into the sand.)
 

 
One day I told my son, I want to breed some more babies and not constantly throw those eggs away. I wanted to watch the offspring again because they are so sweet when they are small. I used to spend hours watching the lizard babies and took hundreds of pictures, especially when they raised their hands to wink. That was so cute.
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Here I come again to the theme if things in our lives such as by these animals are predestined or coincidental. The four lizards could have lived together forever and be happy but something happened. The daughter Susi started biting the other animals in the tail. She even bit her father in the tail although he is so much bigger than her. We did not know how come she got so aggressive and decided to sell her to the pet shop because feminine lizards are a rarity and always needed.
 

 
Today I think I know why she became aggressive then after she was in the shop, she laid eggs. She was pregnant. She was put in a terrarium with another pair of lizards – masculine and feminine. I could not watch as the man “raped” her as soon as she got there. I suppose he had to let her know who is the boss and had to find out himself if this is an intruder or a new girlfriend. In this case I saw the life of this feminine lizard as coincidental that she landed in another terrarium and she did not know why. I don’t know what she thought but she was suddenly in a new environment. I put her there. I see this as coincidental and this situation was definitely not predestined in her life. Her actions brought her there.
 

 
Comparing this situation to humans it is a result of how we act or what we do that brings us somewhere outside of our childhood surroundings. Here I consider negative behavior and their consequences. If the lizard hadn’t bit the others in the tail, then she might have lived her whole life where she was. But also her sister Ernie was sold. Someone was looking for a female lizard for her lonely masculine lizard.
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In the meantime, I had eight new lizard babies and wanted to keep some of them for myself and place them in the big terrarium when they are big enough. The others will be sold. That is why I agreed to sell Ernie, the one we used to think was masculine until it laid eggs. I do not know what kind of lives these two children are experiencing in their new surroundings but I always hope they are treated well. Naturally, lizards are not like a pet dog or cat that you have to keep your whole life. It is easier to sell the animals and we needed the room for the new children. The mother constantly lies over 20 eggs the whole summer through and then she can rest until the next summer. And it always looks to me as if she gets raped, but maybe she enjoys it. I don’t know.
 
The mother and father lived many years peacefully together and sometimes they lay next to each other and one had the arm around the other. Especially when they were smaller and used to sit together on the fountain. They seemed to be in love and really cared for each other. They had a good relationship if you compare their actions to humans.
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
