        Preface

 In order to preserve the character of a short-term story, were dispensed a description how the extraordinary physical and psychological stresses of very long journeys in outer space could affect the crew, that includes also the weightlessness, the conditioning of the breathing air, the changed light, the increased radiation exposure and the different nutritional conditions.      We write the year 2060. The earth experienced a change in 2050. An extraordinary solar eruption caused a huge solar storm. This solar wind, with its tremendous electromagnetic energy, provoked a reversal of the magnetic shield of the earth, better known as the pseudonym "pole jump". Then the world sinks into chaos.
 
 The billionaire Jim Clark has emerged as one of the richest and most powerful men in the world, as he is able and clever enough to use his enormous resources in this emergency profitable. Furthermore he also had such a premonition and prepared himself well for the day X. In just 5 years, he had built up his own space agency and was very successful in it. Thus he could, among other things, already carry out some manned flights to Mars, where a well working manned base on Mars was created. This was possible, among other things, by developing of a new ion drive system that could accelerate up to one tenth of the speed of light, approximately 30,000 km / second. This guaranteed a very short flight time to Mars which is 20 light-minutes away from the Earth. Thus, the journey to Mars took just four and a half hours, starting and landing already included. For this purpose the protection of the spacecraft against cosmic radiation and other influences was already largely perfected. Much more problems gave the technicians, however, details which were not so in the foreground. These were e.g. the weather conditions on Mars, electronic breakdowns, incorrectness in complex target calculations, malfunctions of automatic control systems or the equipment, or the psychological and physical stress of the crew.
 
 Now, as he seemed to be at the zenith of his life on earth, Jim wanted to face a last big challenge which always occupied him: a trip to the exoplanet PCB4. This planet is considered to be the closest, earth-like planet in a habitable zone where the probability to meet Earth-like life was high. The mission should start at the previously NASA space center in Cape Canaveral, Florida. He already underwent an intensive space training and preparation program, where all possible incidents and the life in space were trained in advance. His closest consultants told him that a new drive system could shorten the travel time to 10 years. Nevertheless, a very long time, but it basically did not exclude a return to Earth. He compared this with a prison stay, however, under different circumstances and with a beautiful goal, so he was full of confidence. He did not need to worry about relatives, because he was single. The only thing that still made him headache was the search for a suitable partner. The competency of the partner was clearly pre-defined, because as he was not a pilot himself and, in technical matters, he was not just a specialist, the candidate has to fulfill all the requirements to control the space ship safely from the earth to the desired destination.
 
 Jim was suggested and presented by his advisors some people who fulfill most likely the criteria and his wishes, because finally, he had to share the space ship with that person for at least 10 years, and once arrived probably to stay with that person much longer. He decided for Susan Baker, whom he thought work well with him personally, and she was pretty as well. Further, his consultants had convinced him of Susan`s skills as a pilot. The last 2 months before departure both were preparing together and everything which was important to them they brought on board.  
 
 In August 2060 everything was ready. The space ship took off from the base in Florida by support of carrier rockets. The emotions rose in both, for Jim he did not know if they would return and Susan already knew that a return was impossible. For her it could be the flight into certain death, but he already thought at the departure of a possible return.
 
 The spacecraft flew by Mars and then used a loop to use the Jupiter's attraction to reach the maximum speed. The last radio massages were exchanged with the base on Mars and from now on they were on their own. Jim was euphoric and had a good feeling because he was with the idea that they could return at any time. Susan was euphoric too, but with the thought that it was the Great Farewell to the Earth and her future lies only in this journey.
 
 At the beginning, everything worked wonderfully, which allowed a lot of fun and ambition to furnish oneself homely, of course, under the constraints of the weightlessness and the limited space, although one could say that Jim let cost the interior a lot. Thus in addition to necessary technical facilities the basic equipment includes also a kitchen, a storage room, a fitness room, a water pool especially designed for weightlessness, a work area combined with a laboratory for various examinations or a small garden. But the most important was, however, that there was plenty of time for conversation, and to think about everything which they had no time to do this on earth.
 
 Not even out from our solar system the "chat" between Susan und Jim starts already. Jim euphorically: "Here we have the boundless freedom that I've always wanted." Susan: "You are wrong there is no freedom at all no matter where you are. Here, for example, you are depend on me as you pilot, as well as the correct functioning of the spaceship, a trouble-free supply of food, one could also say everything you need for live, on the other hand everyone is depend on its environment too". Jim: "Maybe you are right and freedom is only an illusion, an ideal that we all emulate?"
 
 Susan: "One thing would have interested me. How did you actually become so powerful and rich? "Jim:" Well, the thing is not as difficult as you can imagine as an outsider. You just have to do the right things at the right time in the right place, then almost everything develops by itself, of course if you are clever enough and not a fool. Well, I always had jobs which brought in quite a lot of money. The hard earned money I have not kicked out by the window for any stupidity as many others, no, I always have invested the money in favorable land with lots of natural resources and other real estates. Then I reinvested the profits from the rental and also from the lucrative resales. This has started quite small, but within of 15 years I have risen to a large landowner. In 2050 came the great collapse, you can remember surely, when the largest solar storm ever since, together with a pole jump paralyzed the entire information transmission and power supply worldwide, since nothing worked at all.
